N Rechargeable battery
1. Insert the rechargeable battery.
(1) Open the battery compartment cover.
(2) Insert the © mark of the battery first.
(3) Close the battery compartment cover.
2. Plug the AC adaptor into an AC outlet (AC 100V) and plug the
other end into the DC IN 5V jack on the battery charger.
3. Place the main unit on the battery charger with its front toward you.
® Use only the specified rechargeable battery (AD-N55BT).
When placing the main unit

@ Battery charging will be completed in 3 hours. When it is com-
pleted, “I===}" will go out.

B AC adaptor

1. Use the cord for plugging to the main unit. Put the cord through the slot.

2. Plug the cord into the DC IN 2V on the main unit.

3. Plug the AC adaptor into an AC outlet (AC 100V) and plug the
other end into the DC IN 5V jack on the battery charger.

B Alkaline battery power IM-MT880

1. Open the battery case supplied with the unit.

2. Insert the AA size battery (LR6) into the battery case according to
the direction in it and then close it.

3. Align the protuberance on the battery case with the indentation
on the side of the unit.

4. Turn the linking screw on the battery case toward the word “LOCK”,
and then make sure that the battery case does not move.

® Do not insert a rechargeable battery (such as nickel-cadmium
rechargeable battery) into the battery case.

INSERTING A MINIDISC (pages 20 — 21)

1. Move the knob in the direction shown by the arrow to
open the disc holder.

2. Insert the arrow end of the MiniDisc first while pushing the center
of the MiniDisc and close the disc holder.

GROUP RECORDING (pages 24 — 25

Since this portable MD recorder adopts the 4 times long recording
mode, you can record many tracks on one MD. (Supporting
MDLP)
You can record tracks by the group of artists or albums, etc.
The MD can be played back by selecting the group.
M Switching the group mode
1. Hold down the button for 2 seconds or more.
The recording operation will be interrupted.
2.Press the button for 1 second or more to display
“GROUP”.
To cancel the group mode:
Extinguish “GROUP” by holding down the button for 1
second or more.
Note
A group-recorded MD may not be operated properly
when it is recorded or edited with other equipment. 95

® You can change the level within a range of —12 to +12 dB, at
1dB intervals.

® When recording from CDs, adjust the level at around “DL 0”. When
recording from tuner, etc., adjust the level at around “DL +8".

® Once the recording level is adjusted, it is retained even after
recording is stopped.

M To interrupt recording

Move the [M] button toward [>=11] while recording.

® The track numbers increase by one.

B Long recording

2 times and 4 times long recording

2 times or 4 times long stereo recording is possible.

Monaural recording

You can make a recording in the monaural mode for twice as

long as in the stereo recording (SP).

A MiniDisc recorded in the monaural mode can be played back

at double speed.

1. While recording is paused, press the [MODE]| button repeatedly
to select the recording mode.

® While the “TOC” is displayed, you cannot eject the MD. Eject it
after turning off the power.

During playback, press the button repeatedly to select
the playback mode.

Random playback (RANDOM)

When the group mode is selected (“GROUP” lights up), tracks are
played back at random within a group and playback stops auto-
matically after all tracks are ended.

When the group mode is canceled (‘GROUP” goes off), play-
back stops automatically, after all tracks are played back at ran-
dom.

Random repeat playback (RANDOM R)

When the group mode is selected (“GROUP” lights up), tracks
are played back at random within a group and groups are
played in order repeatedly.

When the group mode is canceled (“GROUP” goes off), all
tracks are played back at random and repeatedly.

All tracks repeat playback (R)

When the group mode is selected (“GROUP” lights up), tracks
are played back by the group repeatedly.

When the group mode is canceled (“GROUP” goes off), all
tracks are played back repeatedly in order.

1 group/1 track repeat playback (1R)

When the group mode is selected (‘GROUP” lights up), the se-
lected group is played back repeatedly.

When a group mode is canceled (“GROUP” goes of), the se-
lected track is played back repeatedly.

M Intro play

While the playback is stopped or paused, move the [M] button toward

[>1]and hold for 2 seconds or more.

To return to normal playback:

Move the [M] button toward [>11] .

H Audible double-speed playback

A MiniDisc recorded in the monaural mode can be played back

at double speed audibly.

1. During playback, press the [M] button.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

2. Move the [M] button toward [k« or ¥ to select “F (FAST)” and
press it.

3. Move the [M] button toward [l or 1] to select “F (FAST)” and
press it.

@ Select the menu within 25 seconds.

® If you press the button during operation, the previous
display appears.

M Synchronous recording

This function detects sound from the connected equipment and

automatically starts or interrupts recording.

1. Hold down the button for 2 seconds or more.

2. To perform group recording, hold down the button for 1
second or more. “GROUP” will appear.
If you do not record tracks by the group, hold down the
button for 1 second or more to extinguish “GROUP”.

3. Start playback on the connected equipment.

4. Move the [M] button toward [I<¢<] or 1] to adjust the recording
level.

5. Set the connected equipment to the pause mode.

6. Press the button repeatedly to select the recording mode.

7. Press the [M] button.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

8. Move the [M] button toward [« or 1] to select “S (SYNC)” and
press it.

Synchronous recording starts.

To interrupt playback:

When the connected equipment is stopped, the unit will be

M Creating track numbers automatically

[Analog recording]

1. Press the [M] button while recording is paused or recording.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

3. Move the [M] button toward [I<] or [»1] to select “A(AUTO)” and
press it.

® Select the menu within 25 seconds.

® If you press the button during operation, the previous
display appears.

@ To stop operation, move the [M] button toward [m].

Auto mark “A(AUTO)”:

1 second or more silence allows to number tracks automatically.

Mark off “O(OFF)”:

Tracks are recorded as one track.

[Digital recording]

When recording from a CD or MiniDisc using the digital connec-

tion, track numbers will be created at the same points as on the

CD or MiniDisc (Synchro marker function).

M Creating track numbers manually

You can create track numbers manually during recording.

Press the button once at the point where you want to cre-

ate a track number during recording.

The track numbers increase by one.

M Note for digital recording

You cannot copy a MiniDisc that you recorded from digital in-

puts to another MiniDisc or DAT.

It is prevented by the SCMS (Serial Copy Management Sys-

tem). Recording from analog inputs is not affected.



RECORDING FROM A MICROPHONE (pages 51 — 56

1. Insert a recordable MiniDisc.

2. Plug a microphone into the MIC IN jack on this unit.

3. Hold down button for 2 seconds or more.

4.Press the button for 1 second or more to display
“GROUP”.
If you do not record tracks by the group, press the button
for 1 second or more to extinguish “GROUP”.

5. Move the [M] button toward or[»»] to adjust the recording
level.

6. Press the button repeatedly to select the recording mode.

7.Move the [M] button toward [>11] .

® Be sure to use a plug-in power type microphone.
A microphone which is activated by the power from the main
unit is called a plug-in power type microphone.

@® Connecting a microphone other than a plug-in power type may
cause malfunction or damage to the unit.

M Sound-actuated recording (Mic Synchronized recording)

In this mode, recording will be paused automatically if no sound

is detected from the microphone for 3 seconds or more, and a

track number is created at that point.

1. Insert a recordable MiniDisc.

2. Plug a microphone into the MIC IN jack on this unit.

3. Hold down button for 2 seconds or more.

4. Press the button for 1 second or more to display
“GROUP”.
If you do not record tracks by the group, press the button
for 1 second or more to extinguish “GROUP”.

5. Move the [M] button toward [l or ] to adjust the recording
level.

6. Press the button repeatedly to select the recording mode.

7. Press the [M] button.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

8. Move the [M] button toward [« or ] to select “M (MIC SYNC

 Stamping titles from another MiniDisc

Before stamping

When there are 2 MiniDiscs on which the same tracks are re-

corded, you can transfer the character information (disc name,

group name, and track name) of the master MiniDisc to another

MiniDisc (for stamping) all at the same time.

1. What is a master MiniDisc?
A recordable MiniDisc that contains tracks and character
information.

2.What is a MiniDisc for stamping?
A MiniDisc that contains the same tracks in the same order as
the master MiniDisc (tracks only).

Stamping character information

1. Insert a master MiniDisc.
Do not mistake the master MiniDisc for the target one.

2. While in the stop mode, press the [M] button.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

3. Move the [M] button toward [l or 1] to select “E (EDIT)” and
press it.

4. Move the button toward [I<<t] or [>»1] to select “N (NAME
STAMP)” and press it.

5. After “READ OK” is displayed, press the [M] button.

6. Make sure that “CHANGE MD” is displayed and remove the
master MiniDisc from the unit.
Remove it without turning the power off. Or the operation will be
canceled.

7. Make sure that “INSERT MD” is displayed and insert the MiniDisc
for stamping.

8. Press the [M] button.

® Select the menu within 25 seconds.

® If you press the button during this operation, the previ-
ous display appears.

@ To cancel the operation, move the [M] button toward [m].

M Erasing one track at a time (TRACK ERASE)

You can erase one track at a time.

1. During playback of the track to be erased, move the [M] button
toward [p-11] to pause it.
You can select the track by moving the [M] button toward [leor
[>»1]in the stop mode.

The unit enters the menu select mode.

M Erasing a group (GROUP ERASE)

You can erase all tracks in a group at once.

1. When in the stop mode, select the group you want to erase.

2. Press the [M] button.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

3. Move the [M] button toward [« or [»] to select “G (GROUP)”
and press it.

4.Move the [M] button toward [I<<] or [>»1] to select “E
(Gr&TrERASE)” and press it.

5. Press the [M] button again.

® Select the menu within 25 seconds.

® If you press the button during this operation, the previ-
ous display appears.

@ To cancel the operation, move the [M] button toward [m].

M Creating a group before recording (GROUP RESERVE)

You can create a group in advance and record tracks into it.

1. When in the stop mode, press the [M] button.
The unit enters the menu select mode.

2. Move the [M] button toward [ke<] or [>»1] to select “G (GROUP)”
and press it.

3. Move the [M] button toward [« or [ to select “R (GrRESERVE)”
and press it.
You can enter characters now.

4. Enter the group name.
Otherwise you will not be able to create a group.

5. Hold down the [M] button for 1 second or more.

® Select the menu within 25 seconds.

® If you press the button during this operation, the previ-
ous display appears.
